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INCHING TOWARDS THE EDGE OF DISCOVERY
Chabdrayaan-2 is an Indian lunar mission that will boldly go where no 

country has ever gone before the moon's south pole region. Through this 

effort, the aim is to improve our understanding of the moon - discoveries 

that will benefit India and humanity paradigm whole. These insights and experience aim at a 

paradigm shift in how lunar expeditions are approached for years to come - propelling 

further voyages into the farthest frontiers.

WHY ARE WE GOING TO THE MOON?
The moon is the closest cosmic body at which space discovery can be attempted and 

documented. It is also a promising test bed to demostrate technologies required for deep - 

space missions. chandrayaan - 2 attempts to foster a new age of discovery, increase our 

understanding of space, stimulate the advancement of technology, promote global 

alliances, and inspire a future generation of explorers and scientists.

WHAT ARE THE SCIENTIFIC OBJECTIVES OF CHANDRANYAAN 2?

WHY EXPLORE THE LUNAR SOUTH POLE?

The moon provides the best linkage to Earth's early history. It offers a historical record 

of the inner solar system environment. Though there 

are a few mature models the origin of moon still needs 

further explanations. Extensive mapping of lunar 

surface to study variations in lunar surface composition 

is essential to trace back the origin and evolution of the 

moon. Evidence for water molecules discovered by 

chandrayaan-1, requires further studies on the extent 

of water molecule distribution on the surface, below 

the surface and in the tenuous lunar exosphere to 

address the orgin of water on moon.
